Fluoride is a mineral that occurs naturally in some water sources.
Fluoride helps protect both child and adult teeth by strengthening tooth
enamel. Fluoride replaces the minerals lost on the surface of the teeth
during early stages of tooth decay.

Variable and Static Speed Signs

To help keep children safe on their way to and from school, new variable speed limits on our
current electronic variable speed signs will be introduced on roads near school entrances
from June 2026.
